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Greetin gs to  you all!

After many years of camping, you develop a memorized routine of packing everything you need for an

even t or wa r. Ho weve r, afte r this s am e num ber o f years, I ha ve als o com e to th e rea lization  that I w ill still

forget something ranging from semi-important to very important.   This list is updated from  2002

Usually these oversights can be reduced by creating a packing list.  Check off each item as it is gathered

in a ‘staging area’ for packing.  Then you know you are finished packing the car, truck, AND trailer when

this staging  area is em pty.   

Unfortunately, there is one flaw in this method.  The packing is done by us SCAdians.   I’ve found that

planning and organization seem to be out of period and therefore not in general practice in these Current

Middle Ages.

In spite of this and other traditions, I’ve cobbled together years of hard-won, and  lost, experiences of my

own and a number of others for the benefit of anyone who cares.  Some items are deliberately noted on

mor e than on e list.

FEAST BASKETS:

The simplest of events to prepare for is a one day event and feast.  Simply said but making sure you take

all the item s you wan t is not as ea sy.  I sugge st having  a bask et always s tocked , ready to gra b-and-g o.   

W e use a  large wick er bask et with a go od lid.  I also lined th e inside to k eep ou t dirt and inse cts

(scorpions, Black Widows, etc.).  Eventually, all this junk will weigh about the same as a medium sized

javelina so be sure the handles or straps are pretty heavy duty and well attached to the frame.  Also keep

in m ind, th e fea st environ me nt and clea n-up  facilitie s when se lectin g your  dinne rwar e.  Me tal doesn ’t

insulate at all but doesn’t break.  Wood is a fair insulator and far more durable than ceramics, glass or

china. I have seen plastic ware (ie. Melmac) that has a period appearance and avoids embarrassment

when s itting acros s from  Their G races a nd their ex quisite plac e settings . 

We have the large feast basket with all the regular gear and a smaller one with nice plates, glasses and

napkins for civilized in-door feasts.  So! What to keep in a feast basket?  Some items are obvious, some

not. You may think of more.

Besides a dinner set for each member of your family, I also keep a couple of extra set for guests or to 

use.

Put your SCA name on the bottom of your drinking stuff.   They get lost more than any other item.

COOLER TIPS:

Keep a couple of 2 liter bottles in the freezer ready to grab.  Fill to about 1-2 inches from the top and

squeeze the bottle a bit before capping. This give room for the expanding ice. They hold up better than

loose ice , your cooler  stays dry, and  they provide  additional co ld drinking  water as  they me lt.

KITCHEN TIP: Pack a 3 lb cof fee c an. T he ga llon sized se alable  bags  fills the  can a nd fo lds-b ack  nicely

over the top.  This holds the bag wide open for filling.  Make sure there are no burrs on the lip of the can.

Try to keep all your food stuff in sealable tubs.  This can be a life saver after a major storm .

(Plan on at least a gallon of fuel for every 3 days.  1 10oz. propane bottle per day for each lantern and

heater.)

Suggestion: The propane ‘trees’ that mount on the large tanks are about $20 but are much cheaper

in the long run for propane lanterns.  I set the 5 gallon (20lb.) tank on a table or stand so the top of the tree

sits above head height to provide good lighting.

‘SECOND CHANCE’ is the name of a brass adapter that I have that  screws onto the tree with the large

propane tank threads o n the other end for connecting large grills and other stuff.

I keep my stakes, tie down ropes, repair kits, etc. in a 5 gallon detergent bucket with lid.

NOTE: drill a few holes in the side of the tub just below the lid to avoid condensation.
